Thirdly,
personalising a student’s school life requires the
individual to become the centre of our attention
and part of the overall community, a balance that
requires dedicated support and challenge both
within and outside the classroom.  Finally,
communities are dynamic, need leadership and
thrive on change and that is why our students
have such a say in how things are run at
Beckfoot.  These four priorities ensure the school
retains its reputation for care, compassion and
the fun of school, whilst ensuring its students
become the rounded, responsible and successful
citizens of the future.
